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Choose three objectives for the year—
that you want to accomplish as a 
board chair—one for the organization, 

one for the board, one for yourself.
• Examples of goals for the organization: 

Lead the board in an evaluation of the 
executive director. Get the accounting 
system straightened out.

• For the board: Have a substantial dis-
cussion on an important topic at every 
meeting. Recruit three new board 
members that add racial, ethnic or age 
diversity to the board. Have two social 
events so board members get to know 
one another. Organize a tour of the 
facility for board members.

• For yourself: Get to know the execu-
tive director better—have lunch at 
least twice during the year. Spend a 
night walking with the outreach work-
ers as they work with homeless people 
living on the streets. Ask the artistic 
director if you can watch a rehearsal. 
Volunteer at the organization in an-
other way than being on the board.

Work with the Executive Director to develop 
an agenda for the year. Example: If the 
board has four meetings per year:

• January
o Discuss plans for upcoming 

fundraising event

o Agree on priorities for board re-
cruitment and discuss a brain-
stormed list of candidates.

o Hear report from Conflict of 
Interest Policy Task Force; review 
draft of conflict of interest policy 
and if possible, adopt.

• April
o Executive Director evaluation—

discuss process.

o Hear report on financial health 
from Board Treasurer; review and 
adopt budget.

o Elect 2-4 new board members.

o See if there are issues in the 
June election about which the 
organization should take a stand, 
and if so, determine a process 
and activities around doing so.

• July
o In executive session (no staff 

present), the Board President 

reports on executive director 
evaluation; salary is discussed 
and agreed upon.

o Have report/discussion on exter-
nal developments that affect us: 
possibly government policies, a 
merger of two other organizations 
in our field, a new partnership 
with an all-volunteer organiza-
tion, or as determined.

o Tour of the facility for board 
members.

• October
o Vote on officers for upcoming 

year.

o Identify the top three concerns 
for the organization and have a 
15-minute briefing on each one.

o Discussion of succession plan-
ning for the executive director.

o Have report from Governance 
Committee on results of the self-
assessment survey of the board.

Plan to meet board members individu-
ally—even if you meet with just one per 
month it will be worthwhile. Ask each one: 
“What would you like to do for XYZ that 
we haven’t asked you to do yet? When is a 
time on this board that you felt the board 
was doing a good job? That you were being 
personally effective? If there was one thing 
you’d like me to accomplish as board chair, 
what would it be?”

Make sure the meetings are conducted well 
and enjoy your time as a board chair.

Educators in Your Museum: Offering 
Teacher Professional Development 
Programs and Resources will be held 
at Gilcrease Museum this summer. 
As a precursor to your visit, here is 
what is happening at Gilcrease. 

Through April 9th, Gilcrease is exhib-
iting After Lewis & Clark: The Forces 
of Change, 1806-1871. This exhibi-
tion was organized by Gilcrease and 
includes over 100 works from the 
permanent collection. This exhibition 
traces the changes that occurred, 
from which the beginnings of Ameri-
can western art emerged. On June 
24th, Gilcrease will feature Lines of 
Discovery: 225 Years of American 
Drawing from the Columbus Museum 
in Georgia. This exhibition features 
some of America’s most prominent 
artists and offers a comprehensive 
survey of the history of American art, 

from the emergence of a new country 
to post-war modernism. 

Opening on April 1st is the Creative 
Learning Center (formerly the Learn-
ing Studio). Thanks to a generous 
contribution by the Grace and Frank-
lin Bernsen Foundation, this space, 
located just off the main hall, will 
be available for families to enjoy art 
making, reading and touch objects 
related to the collection. Initially, the 
Center will be open after school from 
3-5 p.m., weekends and days when 
schools are not in session. Even-
tually, the Center will be open all 
museum hours. Art materials will be 
provided based on a monthly media 
theme, such as drawing or sculpture. 

In addition to the Creative Learning 
Center, Gilcrease offers the Kids’ Site. 
The Kids’ Site features an environ-
ment that includes many of the cul-
tures of Mesoamerica, Aztec, Maya, 

Zapotec, Olmec, Mixtec, Nayarit along 
with those of South America. Dig 
artifacts, wall images, and touch cart 
objects reflect these creative tradi-
tions. A simulated dig pit, reading 
area, line drawings and puzzles are 
all available for visitors. Recently, two 
new computer stations were added 
allowing access to games and a data-
base on related permanent collection 
materials. 

The Kravis Discovery Center offers 
visitors the opportunity to explore 
over 5,000 anthropological objects 
from the collection. In addition to 
the objects themselves, eight com-
puters are available that include an 
extensive database of objects located 
within the Discovery Center.

Oklahoma Museums Association
OMA is a nonprofit, professional membership organi-

zation serving Oklahoma’s museum community. In 
2005, OMA continued to play an active leadership role by 
offering a variety of services including training seminars, 
networking opportunities and projects that increased 
public awareness of Oklahoma’s 300+ museums, histori-
cal societies, historic sites, zoos and botanical gardens, 
historic houses, living history museums, tribal cultural 
centers and other museum-related institutions. 

Mission Statement
The Oklahoma Museums Association exists to support 
Oklahoma museums in their efforts to educate, inform and 
entertain. OMA fulfills its mission by: 1) developing re-
sources to fulfill the mission; 2) building networks among 
members and seeking collaborations with like-minded orga-
nizations; 3) encouraging public awareness of the existence, 
purposes and value of museums; 4) providing services that 
promote the professional growth of museum employees, 
volunteers and board members; and 5) advocating on behalf 
of museums.

Advocacy, Public Awareness and Audience
OMA member museums celebrated Oklahoma Museums 
Week, May 15-21, by offering special events and programs. 
OMA distributed a sample news release, proclamation and 
program idea sheet. OMA’s programming and services 
reached 75 of the 77 Oklahoma counties and 224 commu-
nities.

Annual Fall Conference
OMA presented its Annual Fall Conference September 28-
30 at Quartz Mountain Arts and Conference Center with 
the theme “Oklahoma Museums: Broadening Horizons.” 
Over two hundred staff and volunteers from museums, 
tribal cultural centers, historic sites and related institu-
tions throughout the state attended. The local host for the 
conference was the Quartz Mountain Arts and Conference 
Center. The conference offered fifteen educational sessions, 
two keynote addresses, three half-day workshops, a men-
tor’s reception, six meal events, a resource hall featuring 
commercial exhibitors and several standing professional 
committee meetings. The silent and live auctions, featuring 
original works of art by OMA members and friends, netted 
$3,749 to be used for seminars and workshops. 

Membership, Endowment and Annual Giving Campaign
The OMA membership increased to 436 members (155 
institutional; 265 individual; and 16 corporate members). 
Eighteen donors generously contributed a total of $740 to 
the OMA endowment at the Oklahoma City Community 
Foundation. The endowment’s unaudited total at the end 
of the year was $77,807. The OMA board of directors con-
tinued with the annual giving campaign. Seventy donors 
generously contributed a total of $4,763 to the annual 
giving campaign. 
 
Professional Development Training 
OMA’s workshops and seminars benefit museums and 
historical societies by offering in-state training at a rea-
sonable cost; encouraging museums of all sizes to adopt 
professional practices; providing opportunities for museum 
staff and volunteers to meet other people who share their 
concerns and interest in local history, culture and educa-

tion, and encouraging museums throughout the state to 
actively participate in the Association. Members had the 
opportunity to attend a variety of professional development 
seminars last year including:

The OKME Mid-Winter Meeting was held at the new Down-
town Oklahoma City Library on February 11. The OKRA 
Mid-Winter Meeting was held at the Oklahoma City Na-
tional Memorial on Monday, February 28. Regional MARC 
Courses, museum accessioning and registration of col-
lections, which taught good collections management were 
held throughout the state in Elk City (April 20-21) and 
Stillwater (May 12-13) and Ardmore (May 19-20 ). OMA 
co-sponsored the Oklahoma Travel Industry Association 
workshop at the Oklahoma City Zoological Park on May 10 
during National Tourism Week, “How Your Attraction or 
Event Can Bring Your Community Together and Deliver a 
Great Vacation!” and “Consumer Trends”. OMA co-spon-
sored the Oklahoma Department of Libraries workshop 
“Care and Preservation of Archival Materials” on May 23 in 
Oklahoma City. The 10th Annual Statewide Museum Edu-
cation Seminar was held on June 24 at the Fred Jones Jr. 
Museum of Art in Norman. The topic focused on “Museum 
Movement Techniques” and was presented by Shelley 
Krueger Weisberg. The Oklahoma Initiatives Workshop 
was held on July 21 with the topic of “Interpretation and 
Your Audience: Writing Effective Labels” and “Educational 
Programming: Preparing Resources and Implementing 
Quality Programs.” It was presented by Beth Harris, Cura-
tor of Education, ExhibitsUSA. The workshop took place at 
the Overholser Mansion Carriage House in Oklahoma City. 
OMA co-sponsored the Governor’s Conference on Tour-
ism, October 3-4 in Tulsa. OMA and OKMADA sponsored 
the seminar, “Membership Marketing: Strategic Planning 
for Success” on November 15 at the Omniplex Science 
Museum in Oklahoma City. Dana Hines from Membership 
Consultants, Inc. in St. Louis presented the seminar. OMA 
co-sponsored Archives Week, November 13-19 with the 
Oklahoma Department of Libraries.

Publications
Each member of OMA receives a subscription to the 
Association’s quarterly newsletter, MUSENEWS. In 2005, 
the twelve-page publication featured a variety of articles 
on upcoming events, current trends and issues in the 
museum profession, and news from museums throughout 
the state. The regular feature, “Museum Education Spot-
light,” continued offering articles submitted by members of 
the Oklahoma Museum Educators standing professional 
committee. The “Best Practices for Boards” column of-
fered information on nonprofit governance for members of 
museum boards of directors and staff who work with them. 
More than 350 publications covering a wide variety of top-
ics related to museums are available for loan through the 
Association’s lending library. The publications are circu-
lated through the interlibrary loan system of the Oklahoma 
Department of Libraries. A complete lending library list is 
available to members from the OMA office. OMA also offers 
a technical bulletin series with over 43 bulletins.

Scholarships
In 2005, OMA provided scholarship funding to 16 semi-
nar participants and conference attendees representing 
14 institutions. Institutions receiving scholarships were 
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Oklahoma Museums Association
Red Earth, Inc., OKC; OCU student, OKC; Tulsa Histori-
cal Society, Tulsa; Museum of the Great Plains volunteer, 
Lawton; Omniplex Science Museum, OKC; UCO student, 
Edmond; Oklahoma Museum of Aviation History, Norman; 
Anadarko Heritage Museum, Anadarko; Cherokee Heritage 
Center, Tahlequah; Toy & Action Figure Museum, Pauls 
Valley; Caddo Heritage Museum, Binger; Mabee-Gerrer 
Museum of Art, Shawnee; Oklahoma Visual Arts Coalition, 
OKC; and Harn Homestead & 1889ers Museum, OKC.

Traveling Exhibits
OMA continues to tour three art exhibitions sponsored 
by the Oklahoma Arts Council. Exhibits rent for $125 per 
month with borrowers paying roundtrip shipping. Exhibit 
titles include “American Indian Realism,” “As We See It: 
The Murrah Memorial Fence,” and “Oklahoma: All that 
Southwest Jazz.” 

OMA partnered with ExhibitsUSA and the Oklahoma Arts 
Council on a project titled the “Oklahoma Museums Initia-
tive.” Through this collaboration, the initiative provided a 
workshop in July on label writing and preparing educa-
tional materials.

Other Activities
Standing Professional Committees: A new standing profes-
sional committee was approved by the Board of Directors, 
Oklahoma Membership and Development Association 
(OKMADA). In addition to this new standing professional 
committee, two standing professional committees contin-
ued to provide networking opportunities for members with 
similar jobs and interests. OKRA (Oklahoma Registrars 
Association) and OKME (Oklahoma Museum Educators). 
All SPC’s continue with online discussion groups provid-
ing members with another networking opportunity. OMA 
continues to coordinate quarterly networking lunches for 
museum directors.

Committees: Active committees in 2005 were: Awards, 
Conference Auction, Conference Local Arrangements, Con-
ference Fundraising, Conference Program, Endowment/
Investment, Executive, MARC Instructors, Marketing, 
Membership, Nominating, Planning and Professional De-
velopment.

OMA staff represented the Oklahoma Museums Associa-
tion by serving as board members, committee members 
and members at-large of the following organizations: Amer-
ican Association of Museums, Association of Fundraising 
Professionals, American Association for State and Local 
History, Governor’s Signage Task Force, National Alliance 
of State Museum Associations, Oklahoma Travel Industry 
Association, Governor’s Conference on Tourism, Gover-
nor’s SeptemberFest, Agency Action Coalition, Centennial 
Resources Committee and the Arts Council of Oklahoma 
City Direct Services Committee.

The OMA board continued work on the strategic plan 
including: Develop resources to fulfill the mission; Provide 
services to promote the professional growth of museum 
employees, volunteers and board members; Build networks 
among members and seek collaborations with like-minded 
organizations to strengthen museums and their partners; 
Communicate museums’ key roles in education and eco-

nomic development, and Encourage public awareness of 
the existence, purposes and value of museums.

OMA held its networking M!X event on May 10th at the 
Gilcrease Museum in Tulsa with the exhibit “Machu Pic-
chu: Unveiling the Mystery of the Incas.” Event co-spon-
sors were the Museum of the Red River, Idabel; Gilcrease 
Museum, Tulsa and the Edmond Historical Society Mu-
seum, Edmond.

Brenda Granger completed her first year as Executive Di-
rector of OMA. Stacy O’Daniel celebrated eleven years with 
the organization. Going off the OMA Board of Directors in 
2005 were John Versluis, Nathan Turner, Beth Seim and 
Elaine Adams.

Message from AAM: Apply early to 
CITES, ESA
Museums must apply for a permit to 
import, export, or loan objects listed 
in any regulatory law and/or treaty. 
Such permits involving wildlife are 
issued by the U.S. Fish & Wildlife 
Service at national and regional of-
fices, including permits governed 
by the U.S. Convention on Interna-
tional Trade in Endangered Species 
(CITES) and the Endangered Species 
Act (ESA). The American Association 
of Museums (AAM) has learned that 
the Fish & Wildlife Service currently 
has a 90-day backlog of applications. 
Museums should submit applica-
tions five to six months in advance.

Site announced for Smithsonian’s 
Nation Museum of African Ameri-
can History and Culture
The Smithsonian’s Board of Regents, 
the governing body of the Institution, 
announced the location for the new 
National Museum of African Ameri-
can History and Culture, the Smith-
sonian’s 19th museum. The Regents 
selected the area of land known as the 
“Monument site,” bounded by Con-
stitution Avenue, Madison Drive, and 
14th and 15th streets N.W. The site 
is adjacent to the Washington Monu-
ment and across the street from the 
National Museum of American History. 
It is expected the museum will be open 
within ten years, at a cost between 
$300 million and $500 million.

IRS fact sheet on election year 
activities – FS-2006-17
The Internal Revenue Service (IRS) 
has released a fact sheet to provide 
information to help section 501(c)(3) 
organizations stay in compliance with 
the federal tax law. Many of the types 
of political intervention activities ad-
dressed in the fact sheet were those 
that came under scrutiny during the 
2004 election cycle. The contents 
reflect the IRS interpretation of tax 
laws enacted by Congress, Treasury 
regulations, and court decisions. The 
information is not comprehensive, 
however, and does not cover every 
situation. Thus, it is not intended to 
replace the law or be the sole source 
of information. The resolution of any 

particular issue may depend on the 
specific facts and circumstances 
of a given taxpayer. With the 2006 
campaign season approaching, the 
IRS is launching enhanced educa-
tion and enforcement efforts, based 
on the findings and analysis of the 
2004 election cycle. The IRS has 
provided a fact sheet to help ensure 
that charities have enough advance 
notice of the types of problems that 
have occurred, the legal strictures 
against engaging in political activi-
ties and how to avoid these problems.

The program is designed to 
help statewide preservation organiza-
tions increase their advocacy capacity 
and enhance their ability to influence 
state decision-makers. Oklahoma was 
one of five states selected for the pilot 
program.

Tulsa’s Philbrook Museum of Art 
announced the receipt of “Portrait 
of Mary Patton” 1927 by Robert 
Henri, one of the fathers of American 
Modernism. Executive Director Brian 
Ferriso said, “Thanks to the purchase 
for Philbrook by the Maurice DeVinna 
Charitable Trust, this portrait is one 
of the most important acquisitions 
in Philbrook’s history that will define 
the museum for generations.” The 
Maurice DeVinna Charitable Trust 
also purchased “Portrait of Mrs. V 
(Mrs. Herman Duryea),” c. 1898, by 
the prominent turn-of-the-century 
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expatriate artist John White Alexan-
der, for Philbrook in 2003. Both the 
Alexander and the Henri are currently 
on view in the upper level galleries in 
Villa Philbrook.

Peter Conser House, Heavener, has 
begun the restoration process with 
the Friends of Peter Conser meet-
ing with architect Mike Kertok. The 
Friends group received a matching 
grant to begin restoration on the barn 
located at the famous historic home 
site. When the architect finishes the 
report and Oklahoma Historic Society 
has reviewed the plan, the work will 
begin to save the barn.

The estate of Hungarian artist, Theo-
dore Fried, now resides at the Sher-
win Miller Museum, Tulsa. Works 
include paintings, sketches, prints, 
pastels, photographs notes and stud-
ies. Fried gained significant recogni-
tion for paintings which synthesized 
cubism, expressionism and surreal-
ism in themes paralleling his social 
concerns.

A three-part series about Will Rogers, 
which starts in the American Cow-
boy March/April issue now on the 
newsstand, is a boost for Oklahoma 
tourism and the Will Rogers Muse-
ums in Claremore and Oologah. The 
magazine boasts more than a quarter 
million readers in 50 countries. The 
first installment tells about his early 
life and features pictures of Will and 
his parents.

A collection of Tulsa-related vinyl 
recordings was recently given to 
the Tulsa Historical Society. The 

records range from sacred music from 
local churches to high school music 
groups to professional and amateur 
bands, singers and instrumentalists.

From the Revolutionary War to the 
War on Terrorism, The Enemy Within: 
Terror in America 1776 to Today, pro-
vides unprecedented perspective into 
terror on American soil. The exhibi-
tion at the Oklahoma City National 
Memorial & Museum uncovers the 
forgotten stories of domestic terrorists 
and foreign agents, militant radicals 
and saboteurs who have threatened 
America’s sense of security over the 
past 200 years. This highly interac-
tive exhibit from the International 
Spy Museum in Washington, DC, will 
provide an entirely new perspective of 
our history. The Enemy Within runs 
through August 6, 2006.

The first U.S. museum exhibition of 
the work of internationally renowned 
industrial designer, Karim Rashid, is 
on display at Price Tower Arts Cen-
ter, Bartlesville. Famous for furniture 
and product design achieved from 
cutting edge technologies and materi-
als, Rashid’s works are concrete ex-
pression of the future. The exhibition 
runs through September 16, 2006.

Images From the Sea features the 
underwater photography of Kim-
berly and Karl Dietz. According to the 
Dietz’s, their photography focuses “on 
capturing images that tell a story or 
reveal fish behavior in a unique way.” 
Images From the Sea is on exhibit at 
the International Photography Hall 
of Fame, Oklahoma City, through 
April 30, 2006.
